This week, all robots in EF7B and EF7C must first accomplish Directive #1 below, then all remaining directives in your preferred order. 
1. Media Assignments. Complete and submit your optional project.

2. Critical Reading.  Read the movie review “Lessons from WALL-E” (on reverse) highlighting key words and phrases that most stand out for you. If you wish, you may also use stickies to capture your thinking. Later, you will use these notes in a group discussion.

3. Independent Writing.  Use your notes from Directive #2 to write a thoughtful 2-3 paragraph response to the movie WALL-E.

4. Collaborative Writing on Point of View.  Working with a partner robot, read “Confessions of a Gamer” on pages 86-87 of Nelson, and then answer Mr. Smith’s three questions (see chart paper). 
5. Group Discussion.  Form a group of three or more robots to share and discuss your notes from Directive #2.
6. Independent Reading.  You are allotted two 20-25 minute blocks of personal reading. 

7. Drama.  In groups of 2-4, plan and rehearse a skit about robots (no human characters allowed) trying to solve a problem. Each robot can make sound effects, and can say every other robot’s name, plus one other word. Skits must be under two minutes in length, and will be presented to the class on Thursday the 15th.
